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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this research were: (1) to study the competencies of school
administrators under Lopburi Primary Educational Service Area Office 2; (2) to study the academic
administration in schools under Lopburi Primary Educational Service Area Office 2; and (3) to
study the competencies of school administrators affecting academic administration in schools
under Lopburi Primary Educational Service Area Office2.

This research was a survey research. The population consisted of 940 teachers in schools
under Lopburi Primary Educational Service Area Office 2. The sample size was determined
according to Krejci and Morgan's table. and a simple random sampling method with totaling 273
teachers. The research method has 4 steps: (1) studying related documents and research, (2)
creating research instruments, (3) collecting data, and (4) analyzing the data. The instruments used
to collect data were a 5-level rating scale questionnaire. The statistics used for data analysis were
frequency, percentage, mean, Standard Deviation, and a stepwise multiple regression analysis.

The results of research were found that: (1) the competencies of school administrators
under Lopburi Primary Educational Service Area Office 2, overall and aspect were at high level in
all aspects; (2) the academic administration in schools under Lopburi Primary Educational Service
Area Office 2, overall was at high level; and (3) the competencies of school administrators affecting
academic administration in schools under Lopburi Primary Educational Service Area Office 2, had

moderate positive correlation with statistically significant at .01 level.
